Tips for Mooring the Committee Boat

Thelines used to attach the committee boa to its mooring have recently been changed. When
mooring thebod, first motor up to the buoyand grab the blue line attached to thebuoyring. Slip
thislineover theroller and attach its loopel endto the cleat in the center of theforedeck where the
anchoris nomally secured. Then, take thelineaffixed to thetip of each ponbonandtieit to the
mooring buoyring. Using these three points of attachment will greatly reduce thelikelihoodof the
boa comingloos during a storm and crashing agandg therocdks along shore. Remember, the center
(blue) line stays attached to the buoy, while thetwo outer lines (white) remain attached to the
ponibonsof theboa.
